Prophet Moses asked for his brother, Aaron, to also be
appointed as a prophet. Allah the Almighty granted his
request. Aaron was appointed as a prophet to
accompany and strengthen the message of Prophet

Moses. Aaron was older than Prophet Moses, as he was

his elder brother.

With Aaron being appointed as a prophet, Prophet
Moses hoped that they could help each other in*

goodness and piety. Therefore, there would be more

recitation of remembrance to Allah from both of them,

Prophet Moses concluded his prayer by seeking Allah's
help and mentioning His attribute as the All-Seeing. Allah
sees the condition of Prophet Moses, knows his
weaknesses, and understands how much he needs Allah's
assistance. Therefore, Prophet Moses asked Allah to grant
his prayer. This is one of the etiquettes of du'a, which is
praising Allah using His names and attributes, with the
heart always realizing how much we need His help, and
acknowledging that we have no power or ability except

with His assistance.
